ATI TEAS® Entrance Exam for Fall 2025

Practical Nursing Applicants

Applicants to the Practical Nursing program at Wallace Community College must submit
scores received on the Test of Essential Academic Skills (ATI TEAS® or TEAS-V®).
Applicants must pre-register and pay for testing through the vendor site to reserve a seat at
their desired testing session. Although no minimum score is required, the score received on
this test will count as a majority of points used in ranking applicants for admission selection
(up to 150 of 251 points for PN). ATI TEAS®scores are valid for three years.

The ATI TEAS® measures basic essential skills in the academic content areas of reading,

mathematics, science, and english and language usage. Students must create an account at
www.atitesting.com to schedule a date for testing. All nursing applicants must upload a digital
copy of their ATI TEAS® score report to their online nursing application. _Applications received
without test scores will be considered ineligible for admission consideration and point ranking.

e ATITEAS® test administration at WCC will be computerized (four-option, multiple choice)
e Total time available to test: 209 minutes (3hours and 29 minutes)
e Number of Test Questions: 170
e Points Possible: 150
o Reading: 58 minutes/ 48 questions
o Math: 51 minutes/ 34 questions
0 Science: 66 minutes/ 54 questions
o English and language: 34 minutes/ 34 questions

Accommodations for Students with Disabilities:

Scoring on the ATI TEAS® is utilized in the nursing entry process as points based on the percentage
score equivalent. The Adjusted Individual Total score percentage score is utilized in calculating the
nurse entry admission process. If the Adjusted Individual Total Score is 94%, this will be
calculated as 94% of the total 150 questions or 141 admission points. There is no minimum
score required on the ATI TEAS®, but a higher score produces a higher point total for nursing entry.
Total points possible for Practical Nursing entry is251.

Cost of the ATI TEAS®test is $87.00 - $120.00 depending on selection of in-person testing or online
testing. This fee must be paid in advance online by debit or credit card at www.atitesting.com. YOU
MUST PRE-REGISTER WITH ATI TO SCHEDULE A TESTING SESSION—WCC DOES NOT
SCHEDULE SEATS OR RECEIVE PAYMENT. DO NOT COME TO A TESTING SESSION IF

Registering for the ATI TEAS®:
e Logon towww.atitesting.com
e Click on “Register for ATI TEAS®” at the bottom right corner of your screen.
e After completing the registration process, testers will be required to create a user account if
they do not already have one prior to purchasing the test session. REMEMBER YOUR
USER ID AND PASSWORD—IT WILL BE REQUIRED AT TIME OF TESTING.

Taking the ATI TEAS®:
e Arrive 30 minutes early to the test site—NOTE: All ATI TEAS® sessions are offered on the
Wallace Campus in Dothan and the Sparks Campus in Eufaula.

e Present one valid form of ID--must be a government-issued photo ID, i.e., Driver’s License,
Military ID, or Passport

e Provide ATl username and password www.atitesting.com assigned when registering / paying
for the exam

¢ No calculators, cell phones, pagers, PDAs, CD players, MP3 players, IPODs orother
electronic devices allowed during test

e Bring two or more #2 pencils—scratch paper will be provided by the testing center
e Schedule yourself for four hours to complete the exam

o Late arrivals will not be allowed to test and will therefore forfeit the testing fee.

Please Note:

e ATlassesses a $30.00 fee to transfer an ATI TEAS® score to a location other than your original
test site. (You will also upload a pdf copy for your PN application.)

e Missed exams are non-refundable; however, you may change a test date by contacting
ATl at least 48 hours in advance of your originally scheduled testing date.

e ATITEAS®score is good for three years.

e ATITEAS®may be repeated.

e Proof of ATI TEAS®score must be attached to nursingapplications.
